He also thanked the Ministry of Health of Ukraine for the current
opportunity to focus on strengthening capacity of healthcare facilities and address
rehabilitation needs, noting the progress already being made in the field of mental
health.

Ms Robin Martz, Director, Office of Health, USAID/Ukraine, Co-Chair of the
SWG on behalf of the Development Partners, thanked all those present for
participating in the meeting and reinforced USAID’s commitment to support the health
care system of Ukraine for the near future, regardless of the US election results, noting
that the transition document for the new Administration is being prepared in
Washington.

Ms Robin Martz noted that a new US government fiscal year began on 1
October 2024. She noted that the HRS project is now entering its last 7 months, while
additional projects are still ongoing.

She emphasized the importance of US investments to support the Health
Recovery Office at the Ministry of Health of Ukraine and urged SWG members and
partners to contact the Office in order to coordinate the needs of the Ministry of Health
of Ukraine and provide support to the Office. Ms Robin Martz drew attention to the
fact that the implementation of the Rehab4U project begins this year and highlighted
that it is important for USAID to see the development of rehabilitation in Ukraine.

Mr Edem Adamanov, Deputy Minister of Health of Ukraine, reported on the
operational status of the National Specialized Children’s Hospital “Okhmatdyt” after
the russian missile attack on 8 July 2024, the state of damage and the components of

the restoration of the facility.

My Edem Adamanov informed that an agreement on urgent measures to protect
the building of the Medical and Diagnostic Complex from external impacts, including
a special “closing of the building for the winter” initiative, was signed on October 15",
2024.

Additionally, an agreement on technical supervision over emergency repairs
in the part of works to protect the building of the Medical and Diagnostic Complex
from external impacts was concluded on October 16", 2024. Both projects are financed
by the Tabletochki Charitable Foundation.

Myr Edem Adamanov also informed that on October 11%, 2024, an agreement
was signed to develop scientific and design documentation for the reconstruction
(restoration) of the toxicology building, with completion expected by December 31*,
2024. The contract is directly funded by the National Specialized Children’s Hospital
“Okhmatdyt”. He added that there are certain challenges in meeting the timeline due
to the fact that this building is part of the cultural heritage.

With the support of the World Bank, a feasibility report is being prepared to
guide the decision on capital repairs/reconstruction/new construction of the surgical
building.

Mr Edem Adamanov provided a list of steps necessary for the complete
restoration of the National Specialized Children’s Hospital “Okhmatdyt”.

Presentation of the structure of the Ministry of Health Rehabilitation Forum

Mr Oleksandr Porkhun, Deputy Minister of Health of Ukraine, stated that
since 2022, following the full-scale invasion of the russian federation, approaches to
the provision of rehabilitation services and financing of this sector have changed, and
the rehabilitation services sector has been developing rapidly.

The Ministry of Health plans for all supracluster and cluster health facilities
to provide rehabilitation assistance.

Today, a large number of international donors provide support to Ukraine in
terms of supporting its rehabilitation services sector.

At the same time, a significant number of stakeholders involved can lead to a
loss of systematic approach and efficiency in this work. Therefore, it is proposed to
unite all stakeholders efforts within the framework of one plan and platform to
coordinate the development of rehabilitation services.

The rehabilitation forum will have a three-tier structure: 1st tier (political) —
Minister and SWG; 2nd tier (executive) — Ministry of Health Recovery Office; 3rd
tier (expert) — thematic expert working groups.

Mr Oleksii Yaremenko, head of the USAID Rehab4U project, presented
information about the 2nd tier of the mechanism — Rehabilitation technical support
unit under the Ministry of Health Recovery Office. Its main task will be the
implementation of decisions made at the first level and the coordination of the efforts
of all national and international stakeholders.

Additionally, this unit will have further tasks, including developing a three-
year roadmap for the national health rehabilitation system and ensuring its approval at
the first level.

Ms Marlee Quinn, head of the rehabilitation unit of the WHO Country Office
in Ukraine, reported on the 3rd tier of the rehabilitation forum — thematic (expert)
working groups.

These groups will be created to implement the short- and medium-term tasks
of the roadmap based on agreed priorities. Ms Marlee Quinn reported that the experts
involved in these groups will be personally responsible for the prepared proposals.
They are expected to effectively coordinate their programs and activities, avoid
duplication and parallel efforts, and work to implement standards of good practice
within their organisations. In addition, they should actively share experiences,
opinions and contributions with the group and proactively take responsibility for tasks
and initiatives, and act as advocates in representing the positions of the Rehabilitation
Forum at interdepartmental and cross-sectoral events. (Presentation

Presentation of work streams and priorities of the Health Recovery Office at the
Ministry of Health of Ukraine

Mpr Vitalii Karanda, head of the Health Recovery Office at the Ministry of
Health of Ukraine, provided an overview of the main results and priorities of the work
of the Office.

Mpr Karanda noted that the Office has 5 primary program areas:

1. Recovery (focusing not so much on infrastructure restoration, as buildings,
but primarily on restoring access to essential medical services).

2. Health care reform (assistance to the Ministry of Health in implementing
the National Health Strategy 2030, and assistance in establishing a capable network of
health care institutions).

3. Strengthening the capacity of the Ministry of Health.

4. Communication support.

5. Coordination with international partners and donors.

Mr Karanda noted that the main priorities in the recovery area include, in
particular, general coordination and systematisation of efforts on the introduction of
health infrastructure projects into the DREAM eco-system, as well as the automation
of data collection.

In health care reform, one of the priorities is implementing short- and medium-
term priority goals that deliver quick results.

In terms of communication and coordination support, the priorities are
introduction of a digital tool for task setting and project management, along with
assistance in launching new projects. More details can be found in the attached
Presentation “Ilut4_RPO Priorities Presentation_Oct-2024 SWG”.

The issue of health care sector recovery is proposed for discussion at the
future SWG meetings and at the upcoming Ukraine Recovery Conference in Rome.
Dr Jarno Habicht mentioned ongoing WHO support for the rehabilitation sector. He
also emphasized the importance of holding another SWG meeting at the end of the
year.

Ms Robin Martz expressed her gratitude to the Ministry’s team for the
meeting. She highlighted the importance of timely updates on legislation and changes
within the Ministry of Health team between SWG meetings. Mr Viktor Liashko
thanked Ms Robin Martz, noted that the Ministry of Health team prepares a monthly
newsletter on regulations and amendments to the legislation in the health care sector,
which will be shared with all SWG members.
